We had a strong year from both financial and program perspective. The Club was

able to increase our capital reserve fund by 38%, supporting one of the goals of our strategic plan to rebuild the contingency funds that were depleted during the
renovation of our flagship clubhouse at 101 Spruce Street. Our Program Team successfully completed our re-verification as one of 33 organizations across Ontario
with High Five Accreditation, ensuring the consistent quality of our programs. 2019 saw the expansion of programming offered at the Club, including the opening
of a recording studio at our Spruce Street location, giving youth a chance to learn new skills and express themselves artistically.

2019 marked an exciting year of progress as the Club’s Board of Directors continued the search for a new Executive Director. | am pleased to report that we are
on track to meet our goal of having a new Executive Director in place by the Fall of 2020.
