Since joining the Club, Greg has taken a lead in the expansion of
Club services across our communities, as well as championing organizational
change that creates a safe and inclusive space for all.

This year, like many organizations, BGC Toronto Kiwanis consciously reflected
on our role as a welcoming space for kids and teens which fosters creativity
and self-expression.

We took an active stance in acknowledging and addressing inequities,
specifically regarding race and social justice movements. In 2020, BGC
Toronto Kiwanis used our online platform and in-person activities to foster a
safe space in support of our BIPOC members. In 2021, we strive to continue and
improve upon this support.

Part of our organization's growth in achieving this includes a name change to
recognize the diversity amongst members. In 2021, Toronto Kiwanis Boys and
Girls Clubs became BGC Toronto Kiwanis. Removing gender from our name
modernizes the BGC brand and echoes the inclusive practices we're known for,
without straying too far from our history.

Opportunity to grow.

In 2020, we announced our Club's plan to expand our footprint within the
Cabbagetown, St.Jamestown, and Regent Park communities through a merger
with Cabbagetown Youth Centre (CYC). The CYC, a staple within
Cabbagetown since 1972, shut it's doors in 2020 due to financial challenges.
Our Club is excited to reopen the CYC under the BGC Toronto Kiwanis name
later on in 2021.

Opportunity for the future.

As we write this, our Club is in our 100th year of operation. 100 years of serving
our communities and providing opportunity. These new opportunities will
ensure we continue to serve our 823 families and expand services to hundreds
more. This is for the next generation of BGC Toronto Kiwanis.

All that we accomplished in 2020 is largely because of our many partners,
donors, members, families, volunteers, supporters, and incredible staff team.

2020 challenged us, but our Club is always up for a challenge.
